1. Bob: P.6 boy, 12 years old. Bipolar Mood Disorder
             
Challenges teachers, shouts and roars when he likes, frequently 
sent to discipline master or suspended from school. He will

say something like “you think I am insane but ….”

When he is calm, very helpful to teachers he likes…highly    
developed sense of justice in his own way
In general most teachers would like to see him taken out of the school.
Outside help in the form of mental health medical doctors and 
educational psychologists have been called.
How to find the human person under the rags of this poor boy?

2. John: F.1 boy 12 years old.
Clever, fluent in both English and Chinese. Attention-seeking to a high degree such that he simply cannot make friends, despite the teachers’ best efforts. He also has a mean and vicious streak…..purposely trying to harm or injure his classmates. Nobody wants to sit beside him in class and nobody wants to play with him. If you leave him alone, reading a book, however, he will be as quiet as a mouse.
